Pachysandra will thrive in 
anything from light to dense 
shade, and itõs not too fussy about 
soil. Itõs one of those few plants 
that can hold its own under trees 
and shrubs. Pachysandra grows 
about 6 - 8 inches tall, and has 
pretty white flower spikes in May.
